Dear Parents  

Visit to Palace of Westminster and the Clock Tower on Wednesday 22 June 2011 

Following my ‘dry run’ of the above mentioned visit, I am now confirming that we shall travel 

by train, leaving Oxford Station at 07:30 and returning to Oxford Station at 18:15.   In 

London we shall take the bus from Paddington to Westminster and back.
